Steve Lord will provide suggestions for the additional EHR/EMR and Provider representatives — Tracey reached out to
Steve for suggestions, and she is still waiting for a response.

* Unless otherwise indicated, due to frequent DCF travel restrictions and costs involved in face-to-face meetings, the
committee will meet quarterly via GoToMeeting sessions.

for Second Quarter; in February for Third Quarter; and in May for Fourth Quarter
